


Joint Agreement of All Sumatra Governors
To Save the Sumatra Island Ecosystem
(English translation of the Bahasa version)

We, the governors of Sumatra, in support of a commitment to sustainable development of
Sumatra Island and to protect the global climate, agree on the importance of ecosystem-based
spatial planning as the foundation for present and future development. We agree to save and
conserve the ecosystem of Sumatra Island in order to balance ecological functions and economic
development for the people of Sumatra, which will be done through:

1. Establishing ecosystem-based land-use planning

2. Restoring critical areas to protect ecosystem services

3. Protecting areas with high conservation value to protect ecosystem services,
biodiversity, and the global climate

In order to implement this commitment, we agree to work together with all parties through
research and development, sustainable use, protection of biodiversity, education and training,
fundraising, and all relevant conservation and sustainable development activities on Sumatra
Island.

In order to support this agreement, we the undersigned, every governor of Sumatra, will prepare
strategic documents and operational support to ensure the realization of saving the ecosystem of
Sumatra Island.
